Sonoma County Status
	As of October 26, Sonoma County is still in the Purple Tier under the Blueprint for a Safer Economy. The county must be in the Red Tier for at least two weeks before schools can begin the process of re-opening for any type of in-person instruction. Discussions with teachers and classified for opening in a Hybrid model began in October. The Governing Board of Trustees has determined that we will remain in Distance Learning through December 2020.
